THEME:

Making the Transition



LESSON GOALS:


· Help students review and/or develop summer plans. 
· Help students prepare for next year.
ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS:

· What do I want to do next year?
· How can I succeed?
MATERIALS NEEDED:
· Students’ Portfolios (students may want to review their work from the year)
CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:


1. Discuss students’ summer plans. Ask your students what they are planning to do during summer vacation. How many have found summer jobs or internships? How many have found volunteer opportunities? Are there courses or programs at Pierce College or other local colleges that students can take to help them prepare for college assessment exams or to get a head start on college courses? Do any of your students still need to take the WASL during the summer, and can you (discreetly) help them find review courses or extra help? For students who don’t have plans for the summer, the Counseling Center may have resources that you can share with them. (5-10 minutes)
2. Review the current school year and begin planning for next year. Now look back at the year that’s nearly over. Discuss with students what they thought was best – and worst – about the year in general and about your advisory. What did they learn this year? Where did they make progress? What were the favorite things you did as a group? You may want to give students the opportunity to review the work in their portfolios and see how they’ve progressed from the beginning of the year. You may also want to spend time reviewing some of what you’ve discussed in advisory about the schedule for next fall when they’ll be seniors and what tasks they’ll need to complete to apply to a postsecondary school. (5-10 minutes)
3. Plan to leave your mark. How would your students like to be remembered when they leave Washington? Can your advisory – or the entire junior class – plan and raise money for a gift to the school, one they can present before their graduation? What would your students like to be remembered for? Discuss ideas, either as an advisory group or with other junior advisories. Make assignments – to develop a budget or set a timeline – and plan to revisit this idea next year. (10-15 minutes)
STUDENT PRODUCTS:


· Completed portfolios. Each student’s portfolio should be stored at school until next fall.
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
