THEME:

Making the Transition



LESSON GOALS:


· Help students review their summer plans. 
· Help students review their postsecondary plans.
· Present students’ portfolios.

ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS:

· What do I want to do next year?
· How can I succeed?
MATERIALS NEEDED:
· Students’ Portfolios (present them to students)
CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:


1. Discuss students’ summer plans. Ask your students what they are planning to do during summer vacation. How many have found summer jobs or internships? How many have found volunteer opportunities? How many are taking postsecondary courses to get a jump on the year ahead? Do any of your students need summer school to finish up and graduate? Help them (discreetly) make these arrangements, if they haven’t already. For students who don’t have plans for the summer, the Counseling Center may have resources that you can share with them. (5-10 minutes)
2. Review students’ plans for next year. Do all your students have plans for next year? Give students the opportunity to share their plans with each other. How many will be staying in the area? How many are moving away for school or a job? Can your group make plans to get together in a year for a reunion? What can students do to continue to prepare for the future? If your advisory group (or the entire senior class) has planned a school gift, you might want to discuss the logistics for presenting it at graduation. (5-10 minutes)
3. Present students’ portfolios. Students will, of course, receive their diplomas at the graduation ceremony, but hopefully, after four years, their portfolios will be just as meaningful to them. Present each student’s portfolio. You might want to talk a little about each student’s personality and how he or she has grown and changed over the years. Make this a special time for your group. Celebrate this last advisory session together! (10-15 minutes)
STUDENT PRODUCTS:


· Completed portfolios. Each student’s portfolio should be presented to him or her.
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
