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WELCOME TO PATRIOT PARTNERSHIP!

Patriot Partnership is Washington High School’s advisory program. It was developed as part of the Franklin Pierce ISP program, which has since become Navigation 101, a statewide guidance and life planning program. Patriot Partnership is designed to work specifically within Washington High School’s traditions and curriculum. 

The goals of Patriot Partnership are to:

· Equalize opportunity so that ALL students have meaningful choices for life after high school.
· Encourage student engagement by ensuring that each student has at least one adult at school who knows and cares about him or her. Research shows that student engagement is the best prevention against dropping out.
· Enhance student achievement by helping students evaluate and reflect on their own skills, interests, and accomplishments and then make plans to improve.

· Involve parents by engaging them in students’ decisions and plans.

· Strengthen community within schools and in the neighborhoods in which students and their families live by offering students meaningful service-learning and leadership opportunities.

This Resource Guide is designed for lead advisors. It provides the following information for Patriot Partnership lessons for Grade 12:
· A Scope & Sequence for Grade 12, summarizing 20 lessons that take place over the course of senior year. For each lesson, the Scope & Sequence lists the lesson’s theme, essential questions, Essential Academic Learning Requirements and Grade-Level Expectations (EALR GLE), American School Counselor (ASCA) standards, key activities, and student products (typically a handout that is then filed in the student’s portfolio).

· A Handout List for Grade 12, summarizing the handouts that are included in the Grade 12 lesson plans and, for each, listing the handout’s name, the lesson in which it appears, its purpose and activities, and a cross-reference to other lessons in other grade levels in which the handout appears (to provide scaffolding for students, a number of handouts appear multiple times in the curriculum; students build on their previous work each time they encounter the handout).
· A Summary of each lesson, with suggestions for lead advisors on logistical arrangements (for lessons that take place outside the regular advisory classroom); a list of outside resources you may wish to provide (such as web sites and/or resource people); and suggestions for facilitating parent involvement.

· Additional Resources for each lesson, including information on web sites, community partners, and other enrichment tools you can provide to help your advisors supplement their Patriot Partnership lessons.

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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 1: GETTING ACQUAINTED
Lesson Summary. This first lesson helps students get re-acquainted with their advisor and with each other and it provides a way to welcome new students into your group. Students will also check and update their portfolios and check their credits to verify that they are on track to graduate in the spring. In addition, students will learn more about the Senior Presentation and the requirements for their portfolios and presentations to graduate.
Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· An updated portfolio. Students will check their portfolios to ensure that they are complete as the of end of junior year. They will then update them to prepare for 12th grade and will add new Portfolio Checklists.
How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors are familiar with the purpose of the portfolio and the contents students will be expected to file in their portfolios. Ask advisors to retrieve students’ portfolios from where they have been stored over the summer.
· Help your advisors think up creative ways they can break the ice with their students, help students catch up with each other, and continue to build trusting, nurturing relationships.
· Remind advisors that seniors should take the SAT this fall. Advisors should mention this to their students (the lesson plan provides a prompt to do so). 

· Ensure that advisors understand the requirements for the Senior Presentation. You may wish to share videos of last year’s Senior Presentations.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. New advisors will benefit from a good understanding of the purpose of Patriot Partnership. You might wish to provide the following outside resources:

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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 2: BUILDING COMMUNITY

Lesson Summary. Lessons on building community follow a progression from grades 9 through 12, offering students support and scaffolding to become involved – first at school and then in the larger community. In this lesson, students review their progress to date, setting Citizenship Goals for the year and making plans to complete the required 30 hours of volunteer service.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· A Citizenship Goal. Students should each update a goal for their involvement in the school and the larger community. These goal handouts should not be filed in students’ portfolios. Instead, advisors should collect them and hold them until Lesson #11.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

Students who are not well along with their volunteer service activities by this point may need extra help beginning – or continuing – their service.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 3: BUILDING COMMUNITY

Lesson Summary. This lesson continues the theme of Building Community to help students reflect on their involvement as citizens not just of the school community at Washington but also of a larger community.

To provide seniors support, this lesson plan suggests that each student discuss service activities to date and continue to make plans to finish the 30-hour requirement. In addition, this lesson provides structured support for students who wish to earn a “Distinguished” rating, by introducing the Citizen Reflection and giving students an opportunity to begin work on it.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to:

· Begin a Citizen Reflection. Students who wish to earn a Distinguished rating should complete and file a Citizen Reflection based on the instructions provided.
How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors understand the requirements for Senior Presentation, particularly the requirements for earning a Distinguished rating. Seniors will be given several opportunities this year to work on the reflections that are required for a Distinguished rating.

· Share Distinguished Reflections from last year with your advisors so that they understand the caliber of work that is expected. They may, in turn, wish to share these examples with their students.

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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 4: EXPLORING CAREERS

Lesson Summary. This lesson helps students review job shadow requirements and make a plan to complete their needed 14 hours of job shadow experience. In addition, students review and update the resumes they last updated during 11th grade, with the aim of having up-to-date resumes for postsecondary applications and their senior presentations.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Resume. Using their existing resumes (from their portfolios) and the provided resume handouts, students should update their resumes to include their experience and honors to date. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Review the logistics and purpose of having students update their resumes during this lesson. Since many students will want to use information from their resumes for postsecondary applications, this is an ideal time to have them make sure their resumes are up to date.

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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 5: PLANNING FOR LIFE AFTER HIGH SCHOOL

Lesson Summary. 
This lesson builds on work students completed during their junior year by asking students to assess their progress on postsecondary applications and update a Transition & Alternate Plan checklist. The Transition & Alternate Plan is required for graduation; this checklist helps students continue the work of preparing it and also helps students assess their progress in preparing for postsecondary options.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Transition & Alternate Checklist. Students will review and reflect on their postsecondary preparation to date and either update their checklists from 11th grade or, better yet, start fresh on the provided 12th grade checklist. This exercise will not only help students assess their progress to date, but will be a good guide as they write their Transition & Alternate Plans over the next several weeks.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors understand the Transition & Alternate Plan requirement. Give them the opportunity to review one or two Distinguished plans from last year’s seniors so that they can see what their students will have to create. Ensure that advisors understand how this lesson’s checklist will help students prepare to develop this plan over the next several weeks.

· Alert advisors to the need to check in with students on their postsecondary application progress. Most postsecondary applications are due during January. Advisors should take this opportunity to make sure that their students are making good progress on their applications.

You may want to have work samples from one or more Distinguished portfolios available for advisors (and students) to review.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 6: EXPLORING CAREERS

Lesson Summary. During this lesson, students will prepare a second draft of the Financial Plan, so that they will be ready for their Senior Presentations. Students will also begin work (if they wish) on the Career Reflections needed for a Distinguished rating.
The Financial Plan is a key part of students’ preparation for life after graduation: too many students make good plans academically but don’t line up enough money to pursue their postsecondary dreams and end up disappointed, having to leave school because they cannot pay their expenses. By developing a Financial Plan, students can think clearly about their options and about the implications of different college and work choices.

Seniors will continue work on their Financial Plans based on information they have already collected. The Postsecondary Comparisons handout they completed last year should have included tuition and other costs for their top three postsecondary choices. They can use this information and their junior year drafts as a basis to get started. Students have also be advised to use the FAFSA4caster with their parents to get a sense of their families’ likely expected contributions to college tuition. In addition, students can use the Internet to research living and tuition costs at different postsecondary schools.
Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Financial Plan. Students should update a Financial Plan and file it in their portfolios.
How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Discuss with your 12th grade advisors the value of having students develop a clear sense of what their dreams will require financially… and where they will get the needed money.

· Give your advisors the opportunity to review Financial Plans completed by this year’s graduating seniors. Seeing finished plans will help them help their students prepare this first draft.

· Give advisors the opportunity to review Distinguished Career Reflections – and share these with their students if they wish – so that students understand the caliber of work that is expected.

The Transition & Alternate Plan is required for graduation; the checklists students have completed help them assess their progress in preparing for postsecondary options. Today, they will begin writing.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Transition & Alternate Plan. Students should begin writing, either on the provided Pre-write Worksheet or directly on the computer. If they do not complete their Plans today, they should understand when they will be required to demonstrate their Plans are complete.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors understand the Transition & Alternate Plan requirement. Give them the opportunity to review one or two Distinguished plans from last year’s seniors so that they can see what their students will have to create. Ensure that advisors understand how this lesson’s pre-write will help students complete the work.

· Alert advisors to the need to check in with students on their postsecondary application progress. Most postsecondary applications are due during January. Advisors should take this opportunity to make sure that their students are making good progress on their applications. 

Additional Resources You Can Provide. 

You may want to have work samples from one or more Distinguished portfolios available for advisors (and students) to review.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 8: PLANNING FOR NEXT YEAR

Lesson Summary. This lesson gives advisors an opportunity to check students’ work on three key priorities for senior year:

· Progress on the Transition & Alternate Plan

· Students’ portfolios

· Students’ progress with postsecondary applications.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Portfolio Checklist. Students will be asked to audit their portfolios – understanding that they will complete several of their requirements between now and Senior Presentations – and determine whether they are on track.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors understand what students must have in their portfolios to be ready for Senior Presentations next spring.

· Ask 12th grade advisors to refer students who are not making postsecondary progress to the Counseling Center. Students should have clear plans by this point in senior year and should be well along with (or finished with) their applications.
Additional Resources You Can Provide. Be ready to devote extra attention to students who are behind on their portfolio requirements or who are not making progress with their postsecondary plans.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 9: IMPROVING ACADEMICALLY

Lesson Summary. The end of first quarter is an ideal opportunity to help students assess how they are doing academically and how they can do better. They may be finding senior year challenging, especially as they try to prepare for postsecondary options.

This lesson combines a review of assessment results – from students’ courses, report cards, and assessment exams – with a discussion about the tools students can use to improve their academic performance, graduate on time, and prepare for postsecondary education.

Teachers who write about the art of education routinely acknowledge that their success in teaching is due, at least in part, to their responsiveness to students’ needs. They don’t teach the same thing every year, or to every student. Instead, they assess each student’s performance regularly, discuss with colleagues what they know about students and their progress, and then help students learn to build on their strengths and strengthen their weaknesses. By creating a Graduation Plan students will be able to build on their advisors’ knowledge and learn to assess and evaluate their own work.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Graduation Plan. Students will reflect on their academic performance to date and their plans from last year and then update their Academic Improvement Plans with a Graduation Plan that maps out their final year at Washington.

· Postsecondary Checklist. Students will assess their progress toward their postsecondary plans. If they wish, they can complete the sample personal essay to use in their applications.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors have had the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the basic concepts seniors will be covering in their core academic courses this year. And alert your advisors to the resources offered at Washington – through the Counseling Center and elsewhere – for students who need extra academic help.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. Your 12th grade advisors may wish to use students’ development of graduation plans as an opportunity to build community within their advisory groups. You can suggest that they: 

· Create an advisory postsecondary prep group. Would it help students to have their advisory group meet together once or twice a week to work on postsecondary applications together? 

· Identify student tutors and mentors. Are there opportunities within the advisory group to have students tutor or mentor each other? Or could your students build their own academic skills by tutoring younger students?
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 10: IMPROVING ACADEMICALLY

Lesson Summary. This lesson helps students assess once more where they are in the postsecondary application process. Then students continue with their work, if desired, to earn a Distinguished rating, by beginning work on the Learning Reflection.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Learner Reflection. Students do not need to write anything today. But those wishing a “Distinguished” rating should complete and file a typed reflection.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors understand the basics of the postsecondary application process. Once again, alert them that they should refer students who seem to be falling behind to the Counseling Center.

Additional Resources You Can Provide.
Most of the advisory lessons during 12th grade focus on students’ preparation for the year after graduation. This is with good reason: students are much more likely to make the transition to postsecondary education successfully if they are well prepared academically and financially, and if they are clear about their future goals and what they hope to accomplish during postsecondary education.

If you advisors would like more information, you may wish to organize a session with an admissions officer or counselor from a local college to discuss the typical challenges students face during their first year in college.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 11: SETTING GOALS

Lesson Summary. As students re-evaluate and reflect on their academic goals, their goals as contributing citizens, and the work they’ve done to date to prepare for postsecondary options or careers after graduation, they’ll be encouraged to think anew about their goals for the future and, specifically, about what they can do between now and graduation to achieve those goals. Through their goal statements, students will be encouraged:

· To think about their interests and dreams for the future;

· To plan ways to do better academically;

· To take on more active leadership roles at school and in the community;

· To become better citizens through active participation at school and volunteer service in the community; and

· To explore the skills and attributes that will help them identify their career interests and then secure the training and education they need to succeed in that career.

Students set goals as freshmen and reviewed them as sophomores and juniors. Advisors may want to ask students to review their goals from a year ago, as well as the specific goals they’ve already developed during senior year. They may want to discuss how students’ goals and plans have changed over the last year… and then talk about what steps students are taking to realize their goals.
Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Annual Goal. Students will reflect on their academic and citizen goals and the work they’ve done to date to prepare for postsecondary education, and will develop at least one goal for senior year. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Ensure that your 12th grade advisors have had the opportunity to review students’ Academic and Citizen Goals and their postsecondary progress to date. Advisors may want to discuss how well students have followed up on their goals since they set them. Remind advisors that setting goals is only part of the process – students must follow through on them, and that means having opportunities to review them and discuss their progress.

· Review the Postsecondary Milestones Handout (available as part of Grade 12 Lesson 10) so that advisors can remind students of key tasks they will need to accomplish. These tasks can become part of their goals.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. Your 12th grade advisors may wish to use Online Grades to review their students’ progress to date and to be able to provide students with guidance as they develop their goals. 
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 12: PLANNING FOR LIFE AFTER HIGH SCHOOL
Lesson Summary. OSPI’s High School & Beyond Plan is required for graduation from high school for the class of 2008 and beyond. By combining information about themselves and who they are with information from their Academic Improvement Plans, annual goals, long-term dreams, and Four-Year Plans, your students will have the opportunity to synthesize what they’ve explored Patriot Partnership and turn it into a blueprint for the next several years of their lives.

Help students reflect on what they’ve learned so far during this year and in their first three years of high school. How have their goals and dreams changed since they started at Washington? How have advisories changed the way they think about school, or about their futures?

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· High School & Beyond Plan. Students will reflect on several questions about their current performance and future plans, and they will review their 11th grade draft High School & Beyond Plans. Their work will be a final typed draft of the OSPI-required High School & Beyond Plan. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Give your 12th grade advisors the opportunity to review the High School & Beyond Plans prepared by last year’s seniors. By seeing finished plans, they will be better equipped to guide their seniors to finalize these plans in a meaningful way. Also review how the components of the High School & Beyond Plan relate to the work students have done to date in setting goals, exploring career interests, and developing academic plans.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. Your 12th grade advisors may wish to use students’ drafts of the High School & Beyond Plans as a good way of opening up conversations with students’ parents about their dreams for the future. 

Your advisors may wish to ask their students to share their High School & Beyond Plans with their parents. Students can talk with their parents about what they want to be doing four years from now. What do the students hope to accomplish? What about their parents? What do they want to accomplish during the next four years? This could be an interesting way for students to realize that their parents’ lives are not static, and for students to encourage their parents to reach goals, even as the students work toward their own.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 13: PREPARING FOR SENIOR PRESENTATIONS
Lesson Summary. The Senior Presentation truly is the culmination of Patriot Partnership. It allows students to present all the work they’ve done to date, assess their own performance during high school, and share their plans for the future. 

Senior Presentations build on the work students have done preparing for their Student-led Conferences each year. Thus, they should be familiar with the basic outline of the presentation, with the rubric that will be used to evaluate them, and with the concept of using their portfolios as props when they present.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Draft Outline for Senior Presentation. Students will use the handout provided in the lesson plan to prepare an outline for their presentations. They will have more time to prepare during the next lesson. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Make sure your 12th grade advisors understand the logistics of the presentations: when and where they will be held, how community members will be scheduled and invited, and how students should participate.

· Manage the logistics of inviting and scheduling community members to participate on panels during students’ presentations. You may want to share this information ahead of time with students and advisors, or not.

· Review the evaluation rubric with advisors and explain how students’ presentations should be evaluated. Also explain how advisors can share this information with students to help them prepare.
· Share videos of Distinguished presentations from last year’s seniors. Your advisors may also wish to share these presentations with their students.

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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 14: PREPARING FOR SENIOR PRESENTATIONS
Lesson Summary. This lesson is a continuation of Lesson 13. Students are given more time to prepare their portfolios and their presentations for their Senior Presentations. This lesson gives advisors a chance to review presentation logistics and remind students how they will be evaluated. It gives students an opportunity for structured, small group practice to make their presentations as fluent as possible.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Draft Outline for Senior Presentation. Students will continue to use the handout provided in Lesson 13 to prepare an outline for their presentations. They will have the opportunity to practice in small groups. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Make sure your 12th grade advisors understand the logistics of the presentations, and have a clear way to check in and get help if they are having trouble helping students prepare (for instance, if they have students whose portfolios are far from complete).
· Make sure your 12th grade advisors still have enough copies of the handouts from Lesson 13, or make new copies as needed. During this lesson, students will need their own Planning a Senior Presentation Handouts. Advisors may with to review the Presentation Evaluation Rubric. Advisors will need the Rubrics at the actual presentations.

· Review advisors’ experience with Lesson 13 – students’ second opportunity to prepare for a Washington HS Senior Presentation. How do advisors feel about their students’ progress? Do any advisors – or students – need extra help to prepare?
Additional Resources You Can Provide. You may wish to work with the Counseling Center to help students whose portfolios are not complete or who need extra time to prepare.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 15: EXPLORING CAREERS

Lesson Summary. This lesson continues the theme of senior year: helping students prepare for their lives after graduation.

By this point, advisors may feel like a broken record, as they help students through yet another checklist for their futures! But this repetition is important:: there are so many details to manage during senior year, and students need all the help they can get to stay on track and on schedule.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Career Checklist Handout. Students will complete this handout to give their advisors and the Counseling Center a snapshot of their progress toward their plans for next year. Students should have completed (or nearly completed) each task on this checklist. They should be fairly clear about their plans for next year. This checklist should be returned to advisors and can be used to involve the Counseling Center for students who are not yet making clear progress.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Review again the end-of-year tasks students must complete to secure their spot in a postsecondary institutions, graduate, and move forward. Your Counseling Center staff may wish to give 12th grade advisors a briefing on what students should be accomplishing by this point in the year.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. As noted in earlier lesson plans, one of students’ most important jobs during senior year is preparing for their lives after graduation. If you have students who are not making progress –or do not seem clear about what they are going to do next year – please refer them to the Counseling Center for more help.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 16: EXPLORING CAREERS

Lesson Summary. This lesson helps students review and update the resumes they’ve created. This will be students’ final opportunity to update their resumes (to add developments such as a new job or acceptance to college). Students will want these resumes as they seek summer jobs and internships.
Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Resume. Using their existing resumes (from their portfolios) and the provided resume handouts, students should update their resumes to include their experience and honors to date. 

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Review the logistics and purpose of having students update their resumes during this lesson. Since many students will want to obtain a summer or job or internship, this is an ideal time to have them make sure their resumes are up to date.
· You may want to ask the Counseling Center staff to brief 12th grade advisors on summer job and internship opportunities. You may also want to gather the seniors for a briefing about summer plans.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. As noted, you may want to brief seniors and their parents on summer job and internship opportunities.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 17: PLANNING FOR LIFE AFTER HIGH SCHOOL

Lesson Summary. This lesson will help students review and update their Financial Plans based on their final decisions for next year. Although students were required to present a Financial Plan during their Senior Presentations, many of them may have made final postsecondary decisions since then and may need to update their Financial Plans to reflect those decisions.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Updated Financial Plan. Students should update their Financial Plans to reflect their decisions for next year. They may need to re-evaluate some of their plans based on their decisions.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Have advisors review, once again, where students should be with the postsecondary decisions by this point in the year.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. Because it is so important that students are financially prepared for their postsecondary decisions, this lesson urges students to revisit their Financial Plans. 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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 18: REFLECTING ON SENIOR PRESENTATIONS
Lesson Summary. This lesson helps students reflect on their Senior Presentations. Reflection is a key part of Patriot Partnership, so it is fitting that students have a formal opportunity to reflect on this most important piece of work they’ve accomplished.

As part of the reflection process, one or more seniors in each advisory group will have the opportunity to share their Senior Presentations with younger students. This will help mentor the younger students, by showing them what is expected.

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Presentation Reflection Worksheet. Students should each complete the worksheet to reflect on their presentations and share what they learned.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Assign each 12th grade advisory group a partner 9th grade advisory group. During the lesson, it is recommended that one Distinguished senior present to all the freshmen in the group; or that the advisors divide the students into small groups so that most or all the seniors can present.  Ensure that your advisors understand the logistics for this process.

Additional Resources You Can Provide. You may want to videotape seniors presenting to the freshmen and use these videos to help next year’s seniors prepare for their own presentations.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 19: USING MONEY

Lesson Summary. During this lesson, students will review information about the use of credit cards and then will develop their own personal “rules” for using credit wisely. This will be important as students will likely hold at least one credit card soon after graduation, if they don’t have one already.
Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Credit Rules. Using the provided worksheet, students will be expected to develop “rules” for themselves about wise use of credit.

How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Discuss with your 12th grade advisors the value of having students develop a clear sense of how credit cards work… and the implications for their lives if they do not use credit wisely.

· Review the Credit Worksheet with advisors, paying particular attention to the statistics on the first page. In general, young people do not handle credit well, a fact that can have far-reaching implications for their futures. Help advisors plan ways to alert their students to wise and unwise uses of credit.
Additional Resources You Can Provide. 

· Help students review credit card offers. Bring in a credit card offer or two (if you’re like most people, you’ll collect that many credit card offers in just a day or two!) and review the fine points of the offer with students. What is the interest rate if you can’t pay the bill on time? How will that accumulate over time with even a small balance? What are the late fees if you pay your bill late? What insurance, purchase protection, or other services does the card offer? 

· Ask students to discuss their family’s use of credit with their parents or guardians. Ask students to learn more about their family’s use of credit cards, and the rules their parents use to manage credit card debt.

· Discuss identity theft. As students become users of credit, they will have to contend with the growing problem of identity theft. Invite a financial professional to help students and their parents or guardians learn how to guard against identity theft.
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LESSON SUMMARIES – GRADE 12
LESSON 20: MAKING THE TRANSITION

Lesson Summary. This last lesson of students’ time at Washington High School is a chance to reflect on high school, prepare for next year, and celebrate!

Student Products. During this lesson, student will be expected to produce:

· Nothing! Students will be presented with their portfolios, which will contain a valuable record of their accomplishments at Washington.
How to Prepare. To prepare for this lesson, lead advisors can:

· Review the year with your 12th grade advisors. What went well for them this year? What would they like to change for next year? How are they feeling about their students’ progress and their level of preparation for their postsecondary plans?

· Plan ways that you and your 12th grade advisors can celebrate the end of Patriot Partnership for their students. Can you order pizza? Give students an opportunity to create fun videos or slide shows or other mementos? You might want to hold an assembly to celebrate seniors and the handoff of seniors’ portfolios. What type of celebration would be meaningful for you?

· Discuss opportunities advisors can help seniors plan for the logistics of presenting a class gift (if they have prepared one) at graduation. 
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
